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The ECHR entered into force on 3 September 1953, and since then,
Europe has gone through countless changes and faced scores of
challenges. But how can a 70-year-old convention provide effective
protection for human rights? The aim of the conference is to
demonstrate the indisputable reactivity and modernity of the ECHR
putting an emphasis on the ECtHR’'s interpretation techniques and
focusing on Central European countries.
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
